     About a year ago, Denver K-Life staff began a program called “Serve 
Denver.” It became apparent to us that we needed to provide a more tangible 
way for our kids to put their faith into practice.  I John 2:6 says, “Whoever 
claims to live in him must walk as Jesus did.”  In Philippians 2, we see a 
description of this walk captured in the challenge to “consider others better 
than yourselves.” Christ’s example compels us to serve those around us. To 
love those who are overlooked in our communities. Following Christ turns 
our focus away from self and on to the needs of our neighbors. 
     Accordingly, each month we offer K-Life kids the opportunity to walk 
as Jesus did and serve the community around them.  We have focused our 
attention on two specific organizations in Denver that provide such an 
avenue:  “Exceptional Kids” and The Denver Rescue Mission.  
     Exceptional Kids provides social and recreational clubs for children 
with special needs, ages 4 to 16.  Through monthly Saturday morning 
clubs, these children interact with volunteers in the community like our 
K-Life kids who are there to run games and make these kids feel EXCEP-
TIONAL!  There are 10,000 special needs kids in Denver who could benefit 
from this incredible organization.
     Denver Rescue Mission's chief goal is to meet people at their physical 
and spiritual points of need.  Also once a month, our students sign up to 
serve a meal and work in the kitchen on Lawrence Street downtown.  Liv-
ing in south Denver, we can easily become disconnected from the world of 
the poor and needy.  
    “Serve Denver” is about connecting our feet to our faith.  James said it 
best: “faith by itself, if it is not accompanied by action, is dead.”  K-Life 
is committed to helping kids become like Jesus in both word and deed.
